Use self-control • Be self-disciplined • Think before you act — consider the 
consequences • Be accountable for your words, actions, and attitudes • Set 
a good example for others 

Fairness- Play by the rules • Take turns and share • Be open-minded; 

listen to others • Don’t take advantage of others • Don’t blame others 
carelessly • Treat all people fairly
